COSLA Executive Board Meeting

President Ewick called the meeting to order at 10:15 a.m. 

Treasurer's Report - Johnson 
Duane Johnson Treasurer, gave the financial report (attached). We have concerns about how the reserve funds are indicated. The current AMR accounting department recommended the funds drawn from reserves be indicated solely on the cover letter. The amount of $18,243.93 was drawn from reserves to balance the overall budget plan. Johnson will request a revision from AMR. Fiels expressed concern over the lack of a balanced budget. Johnson urged monitoring expenses and next year's budget to see if it comes in closer to real new revenue (as did last year's budget, which was under revenue). 

Financial Policies and Procedures - Johnson 
Johnson reported on Financial Policy and Procedures (see attached). The detailed procedures should serve as an addendum to the AMR contract (as corrected). The change reflects that an audit takes place every third year. The Executive Board adopted the corrected Financial Policy and Procedures statements. The Board recommends that the General Membership vote to accept the Financial Procedures as corrected. 

Executive Board will request the Bylaws Committee to clarify the Board's authority in administrative policy matters. 

Bylaws Report 
Parker was not able to attend. 

Management Services - Fiels. 
President Ewick and Fiels plan to travel to Lexington, Kentucky to work on site with AMR during July and August. Fiels and Ewick will request comment from the membership regarding AMR in the last 6 months. 

Washington Presence Issues- Ewick 
Ewick expressed pleasure with the work of Bracy Williams and our enhanced level of information about and effectiveness is Washington. The Board expressed interest in Bracy Williams helping with increasing funding for LSTA. Concerns remain over earmarking of funds under the National Leadership grant program. 

President Report - Ewick 
Ewick reported that COSLA has been active in the IMLS director appointment, E-rate, increased presence, partnership with the other organization and LSTA issues. It appears we are pursuing the leadership goals articulated early in 1999. Scheppke voiced a concern over the variety of construction funds support legislation and the relatively junior states of the sponsors. 

Review of COSLA membership agenda noted the full and important schedule! The two meetings that coincide with ALA will continue to provide an opportunity for national leaders to talk with COSLA membership. The Spring and Fall meetings are reserved for COSLA business unless a crucial national issue needs the memberships attention. 

The Executive Board discussed ALA incoming President Sarah Long's trustee recognition program and decided to recommend it to the General Membership. 

May 1 Minutes 
Johnson moved and Scheppke seconded the approval of the May 1st COSLA Executive Board minutes from Washington DC.
