President Fiels called the meeting to order at 1:05pm EDT.  Members and guests were introduced.  Fiels noted that the minutes of the meeting will record designees of COSLA members as member designates.

Report from the President – Keith Michael Fiels

Fiels noted that this is his last meeting as a chief officer and as the COSLA President.  Rob Mayer will be serving as the Acting Director in MA and will be the host for the COSLA fall meeting in Boston.  There may be two group events at the meeting and Fiels is working on getting sponsorship money to cover the costs.  Fiels reviewed the goals and objectives set by the Executive Committee during their leadership retreat in Feb. 2001 and highlighted COSLA’s successes as well as areas of focus for the future.  Fiels and Crane will be appointing a nominating committee and a slate of officers will be distributed 30 days prior to the annual meeting.  Fiels reported that Tucker is working with IMLS to get the money transferred to COSLA for the National Book Festival.  A 4% administrative fee will be paid to AMR for administering the funds.  Application forms will be distributed in a couple of weeks and will be due in a month from the date of distribution.  The Library of Congress will allow for displays to be shipped to them.   Roberta Stevens stated that everyone should have received a letter from the Library of Congress.  Guidelines for the Pavilion of the States will be distributed once application forms are received.  They are expecting 25,000 – 35,000 people to attend.  Rudd distributed samples of the state sticker sheets.  COSLA’s logo will be added to the sheet.  The membership agreed through general consensus that each state should plan to bring stickers.  Fiels reported that he met with the ALA leadership last night along with the head of the Medical Library and LEA.  Topics of discussion included the funding allotted to IMLS in the President’s budget as well as the interest in helping the Minnesota State Library.  Fiels urged the ALA leaders to ask COSLA for the best method of support when opportunities like this come up.  

Report from the Secretary – Nolan Yelich

Yelich moved to approve the May 5, 2002 minutes.  Crane seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as stated.  

Report from the Treasurer – Gary Nichols

Nichols reported that the April financial report reflects a total fund balance of           $181, 462.22 and the revenue over expenses for is -$11,749.02.

Staff Exchange Program proposal – Keith Fiels

Fiels reported that the idea of a staff exchange program was introduced at the last meeting and since then, a group led by Nichols have met to develop a draft policy.  The policy would allow members to contribute to a staff exchange program in units of $500 to be used for travel by the chief officers and their staff, educational programs, and for other purposes that would otherwise be approved by the chief officer’s state agency.  The committee will continue to work on the policy and will bring a proposal to the membership in the fall.

Legislative Committee – Sandy Cooper

Cooper reported that the LSTA Reauthorization Coalition met this morning.  Senate Bill 2611 has been introduced with 14 sponsors.  The content of the Senate bill is almost the same as the House bill except the authorization level is at $350 million with a base of $680,000.  The bill includes language that states that NCLIS members would continue to serve in their positions until reappointment, the chair of NCLIS would serve on the advisory committee, and it allows NCLIS to determine quorum based upon the number of  their members.  Bob Martin has been working with Hoekstra on a technical change that would include language like that in the National Endowment for the Arts stating that the money will not be used to fund obscenity.  Labor HHS will probably not be done until November or December.  Sheketoff reported that the school library program of ESEA is authorized at $250 million, but is appropriated at $12.5 million.  It needs to be appropriated for at least $100 million more in order for it to go to all of the states.  The Department of Commerce is conducting a survey regarding CIPA.  Sheketoff encouraged members to fill out the survey and to call the ALA Washington office with any questions.  CIPA for public libraries is the part that was overturned.  A school district or individual school would have to sue for their school library.  ALA has no standing with regard to school libraries, but they will help as much as they can.  Sheketoff stressed the strength of the court’s decision stating that public libraries are public institutions and restricting access is unconstitutional.  Sheketoff urged members to notify any institution in their state that filters on all computers they can be sued.  There is a lot of antiterrorism activity taking place within Washington and Sheketoff asked members to let the ALA Washington office know if they are aware of any legislation within their state regarding this.  The FBI is changing the guidelines in the Patriot Act.  There is a new cabinet department joining all investigative agencies.  The Heritage Preservation has designed a Heritage Health Index to determine where we are with preservation and what needs to be done.  They will be sending out a survey and members are encouraged to respond.  An online tutorial on copyrighting will be held in November and again in February.  The cost is $150 for the course and the number of students is limited.  Registration is available on the ALA Washington website.  Digital copyright laws are always changing and libraries may become responsible for enforcing these laws.  ALA has a 3-year grant to create a toolkit for librarians to help them learn about copyright laws and how to teach others.  Members should inform the public on how these laws can affect their lives.  

Continuing Education Committee – Lesley Boughton

Boughton is working with MIT to set up a tour for Sunday afternoon during the fall meeting.  The new member orientation will be on Saturday, October 5th.

Network Committee – Rod Wagner

Wagner stated that 32 states have entered their member profile information.  AMR is continuing to collect photos for the website.  The committee will continue to pursue ways of adding content to the website as well as other functionality.  Nelson has submitted a proposal for an intern to work with the Kentucky Department of Library Archives as well as COSLA.  This will allow us to keep the COSLA website fresh and to expand the use of the website by states’ staff and COSLA membership.  The intern will do an analysis of existing state websites to determine overlaps and issues of importance.  Travel money will be built in so that the intern can attend a COSLA meeting.  Wagner reported that the information the committee will be gathering on database licensing would be issued in two parts.  Wagner stated that Wells has expressed an interest in maintaining a relationship between COSLA and NAGARA.  The membership agreed through general consensus that Wells should serve as the liaison.  NAGARA will be holding their 2004 annual meeting in Phoenix.

Research and Statistics Committee – Barratt Wilkins

Wilkins reported that the NCES/NCLIS study on the impact of federal aid on state library agencies was distributed on May 21 and nine states have already responded with questions about their state’s data.  This study grew from the State Library Agency 

Survey Steering committee looking at policy issues.  The first policy area receiving attention was the governance of state library agencies; the next area was on the fiscal impact of federal aid on state library agencies.  Wilkins asked members to let him know if they have any questions or concerns with the data shown for their state.  Wilkins is working with the NISO AY Library Statistics Committee that is revising the data elements and definitions for national data collections.  FSCS (Public Library Data Survey) will hold their annual professional development conference December 8-11, 2002 in Phoenix.  Scheppke is a featured speaker.  Wilkins expressed his concern with the status of NCLIS and stated that the statistical program is something worth saving as it is a successful program.

IMLS – Bob Martin

Martin reported that IMLS participated as a co-sponsor of the White House conference on school libraries.  The event was very successful, and the proceedings will be posted on the IMLS website.  The proposed draft guidelines for the Recruitment and Education Development initiative is also on the IMLS website.  Martin asked members to review them and send comments.  Martin highlighted the four priorities of the program.  IMLS hopes to have the guidelines in place by the fall.  The Technology Use in Digitalization study shows that libraries are the experts in this area.  Copies will be available tomorrow and are also on the IMLS website.  Nancy Weiss gave an update on CIPA.  Heiser reported that all annual reports were in by March 31 and she distributed LSTA Annual Report tables.  Staff is reviewing the five-year evaluations.  The summaries will be available on the extranet and states are asked to give IMLS links to the full documents.  The five-year plans are due at the end of July.   The LSTA annual conference is November 4-6 at the Mayflower Hotel and it will focus on the new annual report process.  A mini needs assessment survey to help IMLS determine topics of interest was distributed.  The 2003 LSTA annual conference will be November 17-19.  

NCLIS – Martha Gould/Bob Willard

Fiels introduced Martha Gould and Bob Willard from NCLIS.  Gould stated that she was invited to participate in China’s digital library conference.  China is considering replicating NCLIS in China.  Rebecca Bingham was invited to attend the White House Conference on school libraries and she took the findings from the school library hearings in Cincinnati.  Gould has been invited to make a presentation at IFLA.  Willard reported that there is a joint committee hearing on printing on Tuesday.  NCLIS sent a letter to the Minnesota commissioner in support of state libraries.  

NASCIO – Jim Nelson

Nelson reported that he had a productive meeting at AMR.  He met with COSLA staff as well as the Executive Director for NASCIO.  NASCIO held a fly-in meeting in D.C. earlier this year and took white papers with them to distribute.  Tucker is checking to see if the white papers are available online.  Nelson will try to attend the NASCIO annual conference.  The NASCIO partnership chair is Aldona Valicenti and will be working with Nelson to determine common issues.  

Special Reports:

Gates Portal Project – Marilyn Mason

Mason distributed an information sheet on the Gates Portal Project.  A needs assessment survey will be available soon.  Needham reported that a meeting was held in Seattle with some of the trainers from the Gates Portal Project.  The future of the portal could extend beyond libraries to community organizations and schools as well as beyond the U.S.  

Other Announcements:

Wiggin reported that the Western Council held a meeting with the State Documents librarians and asked members to consider the idea of COSLA hosting a national conference on State Documents.  Wiggin will bring a formal proposal to the membership in the fall.  Wells reported that the Western Council draft report, “A Library Education Plan for Western North America Future has been mailed to the membership.  Wells invited everyone to lunch discussion at ALA in Atlanta and asked anyone who wants to attend and has not signed up to let her know.  Invitations for the luncheon were mailed on Libraries for the Future letterhead because they are handling the logistics.  Wilkins read a resolution of appreciation for Fiels.  Fiels gave closing remarks and thanked COSLA for their support.  Fiels passed the gavel to Crane.
